Buddha Poornima. The one-
of-its-kind structure in the
Mumbai Metropolitan Re-
gion has been built at Rs 11.58
crore.

Constructed by the Mira
Bhayandar Municipal Cor-
poration (MBMC) on a re-
served plot admeasuring 755
square metre located in the
Ramdev Park area of Mira
Road, the Buddha Vihar has
reading rooms and residen-
tial facilities for Buddhist
monks (bhikshus) and wor-
shippers (upasikas). The
monumental structure fea-
tures a mesmerising idol of
the “Enlightened One” in
seated position. The stupa or
hemispherical dome has a di-
ameter of 60 feet, with a ca-
pacity to seat around 4,000
Vipassana meditators at a
time, officials said.

Amid trading of charges be-
tween Shiv Sena and BJP
over renaming of Au-
rangabad as Sambhajinagar;
industry minister Subhash
Desai on Tuesday met Union
civil aviation minister Jyoti-
raditya Scindia and urged
him to rename the Au-
rangabad airport after
Chhatrapati Sambhaji Ma-
haraj. He also appealed to
Scindia for expanding the
airport’s runway to facili-
tate international flights
and improving to and fro
connectivity between Mum-
bai and Aurangabad.

Desai urged the minister
to allow the installation of
Chhatrapati Sambhaji Ma-
haraj’s statue within the air-
port complex. Submitting a

letter to Scindia for the
aforementioned demands,
Desai asserted that the state
legislature has unanimous-
ly passed the airport’s re-
naming resolution in
March, 2020. ‘As you are
aware, the contribution of
Chhatrapati Sambhaji Ma-
haraj to the Maratha empire
has been immense and he is
an iconic figure in the state's
rich and vibrant history. I re-
quest you to kindly take nec-
essary action to rename the
airport as this will be a fit-
ting tribute to Chhatrapati
Sambhaji Maharaj,” the let-

ter read.

Further, Desai made a
strong case for increasing
the frequency of flights to
Aurangabad, which is an in-
ternational tourist destina-
tion comprising world her-
itage sites like Ajanta and
Ellora. “Looking at the im-
portance of Aurangabad as
an international tourist des-
tination and industrial hub
of Marathwada region, the
frequency of flights has to
be increased. You are re-
quested to start morning
Mumbai to Aurangabad and
Aurangabad to Mumbai
flights. These flights will
have sufficient passenger
load,” he averred.
